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The mild winter weather has kept us busy outside this year. The
primary concern and our biggest challenge is protecting the greens
from the cold, dry wind. When the roots are frozen in the ground
and the wind is blowing, the grass plant is unable to pull water from
the soil to supply its needs. Eventually, the plant dies from drying
out. We call this winter desiccation.

The grounds grew prepares for this condition by employing several
strategies. First, we haul water to the greens in large storage tanks in
our pickup truck and dumptruck. The greens will usually get around
400 gallons each. Next, we install snow fence across the green or
around the collar to prevent the wind from driving into the turf. A 2
foot tall fence will force the wind up and over and will protect a
minimum of 12 feet behind it. We zig-zag the fence to block the
wind coming from different directions. Finally, on the most
problematic greens, we install turf covers.

When we checked the greens at the end of December, they were
looking very good with lots of green tissue beneath the dormant
leaves. They look like spring is just around the corner.
